The Northwest Hospital Emergency Centerin Vail (NWHV)_js nowopenon the
southwest corner of Houghton and Old VailRoad. We delayed announcement until we
were able to meet, pin down abilities and limitations, and assure that all needs for
patienttransferfrom TFD and SWA were covered. Here is what we know:

Capabilities: NWHV is a 10 bed emergency department staffed with a board certified
emergency room physician atalltimes. They have a 24/7 dedicatedlab, CT and X-ray.
We are told that they have planned for any patient that may present. They carry
antidotes andt-PA and are equippedto care for patients of all ages.

Limitations: NWHV is not a Stroke, STEMI or trauma receiving facility and they do not
have OB services. With this being said, they are equippedto stabilize any unstable
patient.

Inter-facility Transfers: Alltransfers from NWHV to anotherfacility will be managed
between NWHV and SWA only. Any requestsfor TFD to performthese services should
be noticedto me, via email and through Communications, immediately.

Access and Charting: Enter to the south of the building andfollow the arrows around

Subject: DVRS Operation

Each Battalion Chief and EC vehicle is equipped with a Digital Vehicular Repeater
System or DVRS. All personnel should be familiar with how to access this channel on
their portable radios. However, there has always been some confusion on howto
activate the actual DVRS unit in the BC/EC truck. Recent programming changes have
streamlined this procedure and should make it easier forthe operator to activate the
system. Photos have been provided to assist in understanding the process. Also, a
short operational video can be viewed onthe S Drive, PCWIN Folder, DVRS Mobile
Unit.

1. After arrival on the scene, press the DVRS button twice for the radio to affiliate
with the DVRS.

2. When you see “VR OFF DVRS 17, press the “SEL" button once. You should hear
three tones, and the display will indicate “VR SYS DVRS 1”.
The DVRS should now be functioning.

To turn offthe DVRS, simply repeat the steps used to tum it on. “VR OFF DVRS 1”
should appear.
