An Infant girl was mauled to death
by the family dog early yesterday
morning while the parents slept in
the same room, authorities said.

Four-week-old Mary Elizabeth
Leffew was pu! in her bassinet on

jthe floor of the living room late
Tuesday night and her parents went
to sleep on the couch, said Sgt. Rick
Kastigar of the Pima County Sher-
{{f's Department. .

Aboul 3 am., the baby’s mother,
Paula J. Schmitburger, 31, heard the
child crying She took care of her
daughter and went back to sleep,
Kastigar said.

About 8:50 a.m., she awoke (o find
the baby severely mauled by the
couple’'s Alaskan malamute dog,
Blade. The baby was dead when offi-
clals arrived.

The child was partially dismem-
bered, Kastigar said. He would not
elaborate,

The death occurred in a 12-by-60-
foot traller in the 6800 block of W.
Tumbling T St., southwest of Tucson
in the Branding Iron Park area.

Right after realizing what hap-
peney. ‘he 31-year-old father, Glen
Leffyw "tried to grab the dog, bul he
got away. Pima County Animal Con-
trol captured the dog and put him to
Jeath at the family’s request yester-
lay.

Kastigar reported that the family
jald the dog had always been pro-
ective of the baby and had never
yeen aggressive toward her. The
‘ouple had the dog since June,
