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In September of 2012, Captain Kris Blume and Captain Barrett Baker, the Public Infor-

mation Officer for the Department, were brainstorming ideas as to how to get preventa-

tive safety messages out to the public.  They were able to write a list off the top of their 

heads that had over 20 safety ideas in just a matter of minutes and realized that while 

they had plenty of ideas, they didn't have an avenue to distribute them.  So they came up 

with the idea to present to KGUN9.  Tucson Fire would come up with material for a se-

ries of PSA'S that would be very different than anything that had been done before.  The 

PSA'S would grab the attention of the viewer using humor.  The messages would always 

have several safety tips to follow for each topic but the delivery would be light-hearted 

and family friendly.  KGUN9 liked the idea and in October of 2012, "No Bad Days with 

Barrett" began airing weekly on the KGUN9 5:00 Thursday newscast.   The safety mes-

sages revolve around the season so for Christmas for example, Christmas Tree safety, 

ladder safety while hanging lights, and furnace safety would be covered leading up to the 

big day.  Personnel from TFD are used as the actors and actresses in each episode doing 

things that we should or should not do depending on the topic.  This has given the pub-

lic a chance to see the men and women from TFD in a different light and we've received 

tremendous positive feedback from the public.   The series has now aired more than 120 

episodes and is now running every other week as we approach 3 years of "No Bad Days 

with Barrett".   
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
