WSM Architects was selected to update and improve the CityDOs Fire Station Prototype. Adaptations were
needed to ensure that the prototype design and layout functions provided the optimal solution for the
proposed sites. Both stations were completed simultaneously in 2005. Driveways, apparatus circulation, lights,
noise and fraffic safety, along with consideration for adjacent residential and commercial properties were part
of a thorough site analysis. The building design takes into account the solar exposures on building components
and views individual to each location. The design includes a watch room, multi-use lounge, dormitory, study
room, workout room, storage, apparatus room, and laundry areas. The projects were designed as a prototype
to save time and money and constructed at the same fime by one Construction Manager. The project had a
tight budget and so it was important to maximize the use of durable materials and standard construction
methods. To fit info the residential and commercial neighborhoods, the scale of the building is broken down by
using sloped roofs and porches. Throughout the process WSM worked closely with the CM, Sundt Construction
and the Owner to make sure the project stayed on budget.

CHEER FOR CHILDREN

The Cheer for Children Program provides education and mentorship opportunities to
children who have been diagnosed with life threatening illnesses. This partnership
between the Tucson Fire Department (TFD) and the University Medical Center (UMC)
enables firefighters, public safety educators, child life specialists, and volunteers to
provide positive experiences for pediatric oncology and bone marrow transplant patients.

This program provides life safety education to hospitalized children and their families. The
visits provide one-on-one interaction with TFD firefighters and allow families to participate
in engaging injury prevention activities together. Children are given the chance to have a

positive interaction with first responders in a non-emergency situation.

In addition to activity books, badges and other educational materials, children and their
families are given the opportunity to see an engine and take a tour of a fire station when

they are able.
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
