ANSWER—Action you get. According to the
city's code, two entrances and exits are re-
quired from a building such as this that serves
the public. It does not specify anything about
a patio.

The gate
must be unlocked when the public is being
served.

’ Fires of this nature, on the
increase in Tucson, are the
| hardest of criminal offenses to |
| gain a conviction on, according |
| to H. M. Danielson, chief of the |
fire investigation bureau of the
Tucson Fire Dept, [

Though the majority of in-
tentional fires are set by juve
niles, the few set by adults sel- |
dom result in a conviction. |

During the past 12 months, a
team of fire investigators and
policemen have managed to con- |
vict three persons of arson. |
During this same period 58 juve- |
niles were contacted, of which
| 43 were referred to juvenile au-
| thorities and the other 15 re-
ceived extenive counseling |

Oliver B. (Jerry) Owen, 50,
a part-time evangelist, was con-
victed in November of last year
of three felony charges brought
in connection with a fire at Our
Little Chapel, 560 S. Stone Ave,
He was sentenced to eight-to-10
years on one count, four-to-five |
on the second, and one year on
the third.

Arthur James Wooding, 26,
was sentenced Dec 12 to up to
five years in prison for pouring
almost a gallon of gasoline on a
pile of his wife's clothing and
then touching a match to it. His
home received almost $4,500 in
| damages.

Gilmore yesterday explained!
that when investigators encoun- |
ter a fire with the possibility of |
| arson, the first thing that must |
be done is to establish the|

|cause. To determine the cause,
| firemen must first find the poinri‘
| of origin. |

Investigators inspe: . the char
lines in the burned portion of
the building. Almost always the
! point of origin will be charred
much deeper than the rest of
the debris, unless the structure
is burned to the ground, Gil-
more said.

The investigators use a “me-
chanical sniffer” to aid them in |
determining what was used to|
start the fire, The sniffer, an
Aromalic Hydrocarbon Indica-
tor, can determine if one part
of hydrocarbon is in one mllhonl
parts of air. Gilmore said, how- |
ever, the indicator must show |
at least 200 part . of hydrocarbon
before foul play is suspected.

Also included in an im‘esllga—i
|tion is the questioning of wit-|
nesses and this includes fire-
men and policemen who tended
the fire.
