The department's replacement threshold for large apparatus
and paramedic vehicles is 100,000 miles or 10 years of
service, and 68 percent of the pumper fleet is over the
threshold, Gulotta said. The ladder fleet isn't faring much
better, with 42 percent over the threshold, and 90 percent of
paramedic vehicles are due to be replaced.
