TFD RESPONDS TO A HOUSE FIRE WHERE 4 PUPPIES WERE OVERCOME BY
SMOKE INHILATION

TFD units were dispatched to the 1100 block of east 33 street for a house fire. Upon arrival Engine 10 arrived on scene
and found moderate smoke coming from the house. Engine 10 initiated a quick attack and upon entry discovered a “room
and contents™ fire which had extended to part of the structure. It took TFD crews 23 firefighters and approx. 15 min to
put the fire under control. No injuries to personnel or the occupants of the home were reported. Two individuals were
displaced and referred to the Red Cross. In addition, 4 puppies were overcome by smoke inhalation. At the time of this
release 1 puppy and 1 cat had not been found and were still missing

The Tucson Police Department is investigating a fatal hit and run pedestrian

collision on Saturday evening in midtown, police said in a release.

Troy Allen, 38, was identified as the pedestrian who was discovered in the area
of South Alvernon Way and South Contractors Way by a passing motorist after
7 p.m., according to TPD.

Allen was found lying in the road by the motorist who called 911. Efforts to

revive him by TPD and members of the Tucson Fire Department were

unsuccessful and he was pronounced dead on the scene.

Based on his injuries and nearby evidence it appears he was struck by a vehicle
north of the intersecting roads, according to police.

The driver who discovered Allen remained on the scene and spoke to the police

but he did not witness the collision or see other vehicles in the area.

Police are asking anyone with information regarding the incident to call 911 or
