SUPPLY MAINTENANCE

The close of the 1983 calender year realized some changes and enhancements in the
Supply/Maintenance Section.

Rechassis of the original eight paramedic vehicles was completed, with the last three
finished in May, 1983. Essentially, this program gave the Fire Department eight brand-
new vehicles for paramedic service. In addition, three more vehicles were purchased to
allow the Fire Department to have seven paramedic vehicles in front-line service and four
in reserve status.

Two 1500 gpm American LaFrance custom pumpers were received in September, 1983,
and put in service as Engine 9 and Engine 5.

The Fire Department Maintenance personnel have removed the body of a 1974 Ford/
American LaFrance pumper from the cab and chassis and overhauled the engine in an-
ticipation of purchasing a new body and a diesel-powered generator to be mounted on
the existing cab and chassis. The new vehicle will be used as a hazardous materials re-
sponse vehicle.

An aerial ladder/elevated stream/combination pumper was ordered with expected de-
